Today's Readings: Acts 5:12-16; Ps 118:2-4, 13-15, 22—4; Revelation 1:9-11a, 12-13, 17-19;
John 20:19-31

Reflection :In Revelation, John the Evangelist tells us what we can expect as followers of the risen
Jesus @ distress, endurance, and a kingdom. Although we are only eight days into our fifty-day Easter
feasting, we cannot ignore the distress weighing down our daily lives. Jesus’ resurrection does not erase
individual suffering, but his glorious triumph over death cultivates endurance in our hearts. We remember
that Jesus did not spare himself, and we ask for the strength to endure as he did. Imitating Christ helps us
grow as members of God’s royal family. As beloved citizens of the Kingdom of God, we recognize our
kinship with all people. Peter demonstrates his care for others as he heals multitudes of broken, suffering

people.

In the Gospel, Thomas accepts his own spiritual healing when Jesus helps him to believe. In times of’
difficulty, survival, and glory, we borrow Thomas’ declaration of faith: “My Lord and my God!” In Jesus'
first appearance to his disciples, as described in today's Gospel, Jesus sends the disciples, and all who
follow him: "As the Father has sent me, so I send you." Jesus speaks to us here: we the Church are a "sent
people," sent to participate in God's mission, that is, God's purposes and activity for all of humanity. Like
Jesus was sent to Israel, we are sent to witness to our world of the boundless love of God, and to offer an
alternative way of living based on that love. The wounds that Jesus displayed to his disciples remind us that
this new way of life often involves both dying to the familiar and comfortable, and rising to the new and
unknown. When we join in efforts to challenge injustice, heal broken relationships, or care for those on the

margins of society, we share in the death and resurrection of Jesus.

¢ Today is Divine Mercy Sunday. It was to Saint Faustina Kowalska (1905-1938), a
vy simple, uneducated nun from Poland, that the Lord chose to spread the Divine Mercy
message and devotion. "My daughter, be at peace; do as I tell you. Your thoughts are united
to My thoughts, so write whatever comes to your mind. You are the secretary of My mercy. I have chosen
you for that office in this life and the next life. That is how I want it to be in spite of all the opposition they
will give you. Know that My choice will not change'' (Diary, 1605).

Divine Mercy is the heart of the Gospel. If we really look at how God has revealed Himself in Scripture
and Church Tradition, we discover afresh how mercy is essential to understanding His message of love and
salvation. Mercy even reveals His very identity. With this understanding of God and His revelation to us, we
can ask for His mercy, be merciful to others, and strive to completely trust in His Son, who is Divine Mercy
Incarnate. Divine Mercy is God's love reaching down to meet the needs and overcome the miseries of His
creatures. The Bible, the teachings of St. Thomas Aquinas, Pope John Paul Il all assure us that this is so.

Please join us on Sunday, April 24th as we celebrate the Divine Mercy with
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament from 2:00 pm to 3:00 p.m. and Confession.
At 3:00 p.m. we will say the Divine Mercy Chaplet.
