The psalmist reminds us that "The Lord has done great things for
us, we are filled with joy!" Saint Paul realizes this as he explains, "I continue my pursuit toward the goal,

the prize of God's upward calling, in Christ Jesus."

In the Gospel, Jesus offers a new way of looking at a tricky situation and provides a
kinder, less judgmental response. Jesus knew that the scribes and Pharisees were
trying to trap him. They put him in what seemed to be a no-win situation. Let the
woman who was caught in adultery go, and he would have been accused of ignoring the
law. Let her be stoned, and he would fail to show mercy toward her, contradicting his
life’s message. Jesus’ response teaches three crucial lessons: none of us is free of sin;
we are not the ultimate judges of others, Jesus is the mercy of God, in whom we can
always trust. In Christ, God does something new. When we give our hearts to Christ, we
have the hope of new life, a life in which mercy reigns. Again and again, God gives us ;
the chance to start our life over. This is our challenge this Lent, to continue to use the opportunities we are
given to repent and grow.
