February 6, 2022

Today's Readings: Isaiah 6:1-2a, 3-8; Ps 138:1-2, 2-3, 4-5, 7-8;
1 Corinthians 15:1-11 [3-8, 11]; Luke 5:1-11

Gospel Reflection : Isn't it comforting to know that others have struggles with low
self-esteem? Today Isaiah calls himself a man with "unclean lips.” Paul is "not fit to be
called an apostle.” Simon Peter tells Jesus (perhaps unnecessarily) "I am a sinful man." All
of these may be true, but God chose these three--unclean, unfit, sinful--as important,
essential messengers in the work of salvation. We all can remember this whenever we are
tempted to view ourselves as unqualified for (or excuse ourselves from) sharing the Good
News. Having a low opinion of ourselves isn't humility. Truth be told, it's a kind of]
arrogance to think that God cannot work through us. It's a good thing to be aware of and
honest about our failings or limitations, but we also give glory to God by acknowledging
what we are able to do, by sharing the gifts that God has granted us.

We can likely identify with Simon Peter who, in today's Gospel passage, is really having
a bad day at work. When your job is to catch fish, and you're not catching fish, it's a bad
day. To top it off, he knows he is in the presence of a Holy Man in the person of this Jesus
of Nazareth, who had just commandeered his boat to do some spontaneous preaching. As
good as the preaching may have been, it surely didn't put fish in the nets. So, as he will
throughout the gospel, Jesus rectifies the situation. Simon Peter knows he's not merely in
the presence of a Holy Man, but of holiness itself, and declares his sinfulness.
Nevertheless, he is commissioned for the work of the Gospel. No matter how bad our day
may be going, or how incompetent we think we are, we are receiving the call. Our role in the
story? Listen......

TEOFANIAS
Las lecturas de hoy relatan tres teofanias, o mani-
festaciones de la presencia de Dios. El profeta Isaias
se ve atrapado en una escena dramatica de adoracion
celestial, con un trono real, brasas ardientes y serafi-
nes que cantan, “Santo, santo, santo”. Isaias esta so-
brecogido. En el salmo responsorial, la asamblea
afiade su propia adoracion a la de los serafines: “A la
vista de los angeles, cantaré tus alabanzas, Se-
for” (Salmo 138:1).
Pablo recuerda a los corintios su propia experiencia de
una aparicion del Sefior después de la resurreccion, lo
que lo hace un apdstol, pero “nacido de forma poco
comun” (1 corintios 15:8), ya que no conocio a Jesus
de carne y hueso. Los primeros que si conocieron a
Jesus de carne y hueso se sorprendieron por los con-
sejos de como pescar que les dio el maestro que habia
solicitado subir a la barca de Simén, y como conse-
cuencia obtuvieron una pesca extraordinaria. Aunque
menos pintoresca que la de Isaias o Pablo, esta
teofania fue igual de extraordinaria.

Las lecturas de hoy presentan lo que se conoce como
historias del "llamado" de personajes famosos de
nuestra fe: Isaias, Pablo y Simo6n Pedro. Cada una de
las historias comparte caracteristicas comunes a la his-
toria del "llamado" de las Escrituras: en primer lugar,
un encuentro con Dios o con un mensajero de Dios.
En segundo lugar, hay algtn tipo de resistencia, nor-
malmente enmarcada en una afirmacion de indigni-
dad. En tercer lugar, la persona que ha sido llamada
recibe la seguridad de que, efectivamente, es apta para
la mision. De este modo, Dios ha seguido llamando a
profetas, apostoles, santos, hombres y mujeres comu-
nes a lo largo del tiempo. Es poco probable que algu-
no de nosotros reciba un "llamado" tan draméatico
como la de unos angeles ardientes en el templo, una
voz atronadora desde el cielo que nos golpee, o el sen-
tarse codo con codo en una barca con Jests de Naza-
ret. Esto no significa que no podamos, o no queramos,
o no hayamos recibido una llamada de Dios. Incluso
puede ser un "desprendimiento" de la de otra persona,
