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grace to respond to it, fi ndmg the assurance we need to live and share the gospel of Jesus
Christ, even when it is challenging to do so. When we listen, we hear Jesus say to us as he
did to the disciples on the mountain, “Rise, and do not be afraid.”

GOD IS WITH US : It can be hard to grasp that the God of glory and power and undying love is always with
us. Truly, this is one of the great mysteries of our Christian faith. Every time we make the sign of the cross,
we are reminded of the life that is brought to light in Christ. The very life, passion, death, and resurrection of
Jesus is evidence of the determination of God to love us through it all. Not only is Jesus proof of God’s love,
Christ’s very presence with and within us is an outpouring of that love. This Lent, take time to listen to the
Lord and allow what you hear to help you turn away from sin and toward the life and immortality of the
Christian disciple.

The Scrutinies

Next Sunday, the catechumens (now called “elect” during Lent) who are preparing for baptism at the
Easter Vigil, you will likely celebrate with them the first of three scrutinies. These are rites integral to final
Lenten preparations made by the elect, and they are celebrated on three successive Sundays, starting with the
Third Sunday of Lent. The Church tells us that the scrutinies are meant to uncover and heal all that is weak
and sinful in the lives of the elect. During the week leading up to each celebration, the elect engage in
prayerful preparation involving deep reflection on their own lives and the new life to which they are called.
The rites themselves use a special form of intercessions specifically directed to the lives of the elect, and
include a prayer of exorcism.

It is essential that these rites be celebrated in the midst of the community, so that the elect experience the
support of the parish members on this profound journey of faith. But it is equally important that the parish
members witness the growing faith of the elect so they may be inspired by it for their Lenten journey of]
reflection on their own baptism in preparation for Easter.

LIVES OF OUR PATRONS SAINTS FELICITY AND PERPETUA
Feast Day March 7th

iy Perpetua and Felicitas were two 3rd century Christian
' martyrs. Perpetua was a 22-year old mother with a son a few months old.
. Felicity, her slave, was pregnant with child. They were from Carthage, a

origin. He had been a Roman general whose bold military exploits led him
to be proclaimed emperor by the army after the death of the immoral
Commodus, son of Marcus Aurelius. By Severus’ decree, all imperial
subjects were forbidden under severe penalties to become Christians or Jews, although only recent
converts were affected. While the five (along with their instructor in faith) were being held awaiting
execution, Perpetua’s father urged his favourite child to save her life and the life of her baby by
renouncing her faith. “Father,” she answered, “do you see this vessel — waterpot or whatever it may
be?...Can it be called by any other name than what it is?” “No,” he replied. “So also I cannot call
myself by any other name than what I am — a Christian.” At a trial shortly afterwards, Perpetua
refused to offer a sacrifice for the prosperity of the emperors. When the court asked “Are you a
Christian?” she answered, “Yes, I am,” thereby condemning herself to death.
Felicity, meanwhile, had been afraid she would not suffer with the rest, because i
Roman law forbade the execution of pregnant women (on the basis that the unborn
child was innocent of any crime). However, in answer to her prayers, her child was born
while she was in prison and promptly adopted by a Christian couple. The prisoners
turned their last meal into an agape, a love-meal and spoke of the joy of their own
sufferings thus astonishing most witnesses, and even converting some of them. When the day of the
games arrived, Perpetua and Felicity went to the amphitheatre “joyfully as though they were on
their way to heaven”, as Perpetua sang a psalm of triumph. A wild heifer was sent against the
women. The heifer tossed Perpetua, who got up, straightened her hair, and helped Felicity regain
her feet. Absorbed in ecstasy, Perpetua was unaware that she had been thrown, and did not believe
it until Felicity showed her the marks on her body. Having survived the animals, the women were to
be executed. They exchanged a final kiss of peace. Some of the spectators, inspired by the martyrs’
fearlessness, became converts. The bodies of the martyrs were interred at Carthage.

Decree from The Most Reverend Michael C. Barber’s Office regarding the
Feast of St. Patrick, March 17th.

The disciplinary practice of abstaining from meat on the Fridays in Lent is an important dimension of the
penitential nature of the season. This year, the Feast of St. Patrick, March 17th, 2023, falls on a Friday in
Lent. Given the many celebrations that occur on this day, in accord with the norm of law, I herewith grant
to all Catholics of the Diocese as well as all present here that day, a dispensation from abstinence from meat
and meat products. I encourage all who make use of this dispensation to engage in another sacrificial or
charitable act that day.
