The Ascension of the Lord
May 29, 2022

God mounts his throne amid shouts of joy;
the LorD, amid trumpet blasts.

— Psalm 47:6

THE ASCENSION OF OUR LORD

"But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you,
and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem
and in all Judea and Samaria and to the end of the earth.”
And when he had said this, as they were looking on,
he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight.
And while they were gazing into heaven as he went, behold, two men stood by them in white robes,
and said, "Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into heaven?
This Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven,
will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven." Acts of the Apostles 1:8-11

The Ascension of Our Lord Jesus Christ is described in the above passage from the Acts of the Apostles,
and is also noted in Mark 16:19 and Luke 24:50-53. Before his Ascension, Christ spent forty days teaching
the Apostles and disciples about the Kingdom of God. The Ascension occurred at Bethany on the Mount of
Olives (Luke 19:29). Christ's work of redemption has become known as the Paschal Mystery of Christ. His
glorious Ascension signified the completion of his time on earth, which is celebrated by the Church forty days
after the Resurrection and ten days before the Pentecost, the coming of the Holy Spirit. Our Lord Jesus
Christ gave us hope by promising that "when I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will
take you to myself, that where I am you may be also" (John 14:3). A distinctive feature of the feast’s liturgy in
the Western churches is the extinguishing of the Paschal candle, first lit on Easter, after the Gospel has been
read, as a symbol of Christ’s leaving the earth. Despite the idea of separation indicated in this act, which
might be expected to set a note of sadness, the whole liturgy of Ascensiontide, through the 10 days to
Pentecost, is marked by joy in the final triumph of the risen Lord. One of the central themes of the feast is the
kingship of Christ, and the theological implication is that the Ascension was the final redemptive act
conferring participation in the divine life on all who are members of Christ. In other words, Christ “was
lifted up into heaven so that he might make us partakers of his Godhead.”

Today's Readings: Acts 1:1-11; Ps 47:2-3, 6-7, 8-9; Ephesians 1:17-23 or
Hebrews 9:24-28; 10:19-23 Luke24:46-53

Reflection : The celebration of the Ascension of our Lord occurs distinctively this year, when the two most
detailed descriptions of the event, both written by Luke the evangelist, are brought together in today's
readings. We hear both the concluding verses from Luke's Gospel, the first volume of his work, and the first
verses of Acts, his second volume. Appreciating the Ascension within the larger story of Jesus can be
difficult. This is partly because of the mystical features of Luke's two descriptions, and also the lack of
description in the other Gospels. The Ascension describes both the absence and the presence of Jesus. Why
did Jesus have to leave? As Jesus told his disciples, his departure makes possible his continuing presence in
a new way, through the work of the Spirit beginning at Pentecost.

The Ascension is more than a departure, for it describes how the bodily, human Jesus is now "at the right
hand of God," and that the Father exalts Jesus as Lord of heaven and earth. We need to hold these two
together: that Jesus knows our human trials and joys and walks compassionately with us,; and Jesus also is
our Lord, who pushes us out of our comfort zones toward Christian maturity, and holds us accountable.
