Today’s Readings: Sirach 35:12—14, 16—18; Ps 34:2-3, 17-18, 19, 23; 2 Timothy 4:6-8, 16—18; LuKe 18:9-14

Reflection : In these waning weeks of the liturgical year, our readings present us with God’s vision for the
world, in which the prayer of the lowly pierces the clouds and the humble are exalted in God'’s sight. It is not
always easy to follow Jesus, to stand for justice, share love, and bring peace when there is so much division,
poverty, loneliness, and pain in our homes, workplaces, cities, and world. We do not stand alone, however.
We who are disciples and servants are assured that the Lord will hear our petitions, stand by us, and give us
strength as we strive to bear witness to the good news of salvation.

Jesus’ parable in today’s Gospel tells the story of two people. The Pharisee is puffed up with his own
importance. His prayer is more a statement of self-justification in which he positions himself as being above
the rest of humanity. So much so that he prays to himself, thanking God that he is so much better than
everyone else! The tax collector on the other hand raises his eyes to God and acknowledges his sinfulness. He
is the one Jesus says is justified, exalted in God’s sight. What about us? Are we so puffed up with our own
importance, so caught up in the stuff of our daily lives that we fail to recognize our failings or to see the
needs of the people around us? This week, let us ask the Lord to pierce our hearts, help us to genuinely admit
our failings, and truly live as followers of the one who gave his life so that all might live life to the fullest.

When the risen Christ commissioned the disciples to be his witnesses, he also promised them the grace
needed for this great responsibility: “You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and
you shall be my witnesses” (Acts 1:8).

Feast Day of Ss. Simon & Jude - October 28th

Both Simon and Jude were ordinary men who were chosen
by Jesus himself to teach others about God’s love and to
“make disciples of all nations” (Matthew 28:19). Both of
these men were known by other names during their lives.
Simon was often called “the Zealot.” A zealot is a person
who is strongly committed to something. Jude was also
known as “Jude Thaddeus.” People used this formal title
so that he was not confused with Judas, the apostle who
betrayed Jesus. Jude is the patron saint of hopeless cases
and desperate situations.

Simon and Jude traveled together to teach others about
Jesus. Because of their eyewitness accounts of Jesus’
miracles and his death and Resurrection, many people
became believers and were baptized. Simon and Jude died
for their faith on the same day in Beirut. Jude’s body was
later returned to Rome.

Aunque las primeras lineas de la pri-
mera lectura de hoy afirman que el
Sefior “no conoce favori-

tos” (Eclesiastico 35:15) y no “es
indebidamente imparcial con los dé-
biles” (35:16), el resto del pasaje
deja claro que el Sefior si pone una
atencion particular a los débiles, a
los oprimidos, a los huérfanos y a las viudas. El
salmista reafirma: “El Sefior escucha el clamor de los
pobres” (ver el salmo 34:18). En el Evangelio, Jesus
afirma que el recolector de impuestos estd mas justifi-
cado en su oracion por misericordia que el fariseo,
cuya oracion era un relato de sus propias acciones
justas. La finalidad de Jests no podia ser mas clara: a
los recolectores de impuestos en la sociedad judia du-
rante la época de Jests no solamente se les considera-
ba miserables, sino también tramposos y eran mar-
ginados. Recaudaban impuestos para los odiados ro-
manos y, casi con toda seguridad, recolectaban lo sufi-
ciente para asegurarse unos generosos ingresos para
ellos mismos. Los recolectores de impuestos estaban
entre los marginados de la sociedad, ;no acababa este
de admitir su propia pecaminosidad? ;Coémo podria
un recolector de impuestos ser “justificado” (es decir,
hacer a una persona justa) ante Dios, mientras que el
fariseo no lo era? ;Por qué iba Dios a escuchar la
oracion de un recaudador de impuestos? Esto segura-
mente fue una sorpresa, perturbando las suposiciones
tipicas acerca de la
justicia.
