Today’s Readings: 2 Kings 5:14—17; Ps 98:1, 2—3a, 36—4; 2 Timothy 2:8—13;
Luke 17:11-19

Reflection : This Sunday’s readings explore how we see and respond to blessings in our lives. We hear two
stories of healing and of thanksgiving, of a powerful military leader Naaman, and of a powerless Samaritan
leper. Both are examples of humility and gratitude that mark the presence of faith in God. Naaman and the
leper who returned to Jesus saw God’s hand in their healing. Only through God'’s intervention could they
have been cured. Through this recognition of God’s presence and action in their lives, they grew in faith.
Jesus notes that the leper’s faith saved him, because he was receptive to seeing this fuller reality. Faith
changes our perception. Faith allows us to see beyond our usual boundaries, to embrace a loving God, and
to participate in sharing that love with others.

Pause for a moment to reflect on all of the blessings in your life. God is the source of these many blessings -
life, love, gifts, and so much more. Of all the gifts for which we must be grateful, none is as great, or as
astounding, as the gift of salvation offered to us through Jesus Christ. Let this sink in, not only in your mind
but in your heart. Like Naaman and the leper who returned, allow yourself to be touched by the immense

love of God for you. .
